PARENTS’ MEETING

Many changes in accountability, work ethic, and personal responsibility have become MINIMAL program expectations. Your son has been informed of these changes on SEVERAL occasions, dating back to our original team meeting of May 5, 2010. If you are unaware of said changes, ASK YOUR SON. Communication in the home is also a program expectation. We offer no apologies for structuring our program to prepare your son for success in football, and more importantly, in life.
GENERAL INFORMATION FOR PARENTS

1) General information is readily available on the QB Club website.

2) Communication between players and parents in the home regarding team matters (policies, rules, functions, events) is expected. (Do not accept “I don’t know”)

3) Players are expected to attend all team functions.

4) Communication (no texts) in advance with the head coach is a minimal obligation.

5) Lettering policy is the responsibility of the head coach and is determined by the coaching staff. Players who do not complete the season in good standing (quit the team, removal from the team, academically ineligible) will not earn a letter. 

6) Parent(s) who would like to meet with the head coach must arrange a meeting in advance. The meetings will be by appointment only. Parent(s) and player MUST attend or meeting is cancelled. Playing time will not be discussed. 

7) Parents and team members are responsible for weekly uniform care for cleanliness and hygiene. Please refer to instructions on uniform for proper laundering procedure. 
8) Parents are encouraged to monitor your son’s hydration, diet, and rest. An athlete has special needs in the areas of hydration, diet, and rest. We cannot control heat, but we CAN control our body’s ability to function in the heat. 
TEAM RULES/POLICIES/EXPECTATIONS
1) Do what’s right…NOT what you can get away with.

2) “I didn’t know”, or “Nobody told me” is not an excuse. 

3) Absolutely no hazing.

4) No alcohol/tobacco/drugs.

5) No missing of practices or workouts. In case of emergency, communication with the head coach in advance is required. 
6) Follow the laws/school policy regarding electronic media (texts, facebook, etc)

7) Year ‘round accountability and effort in academics, conduct, and strength training/conditioning will be expected. 

8) Represent your family, team, school and community in a positive manner.
9) Work to be your best everyday. 
10) Prepare mentally and physically every day. This includes studying your plays, maintaining   

hydration, proper nutrition, and rest.
